Funding for the 2009 BRAC-related construction on Fort Benning received the 
green light from President Bush and Congress with the approval of the defense 
spending bill. For the first time in 22 years, an Army military construction 
(MILCON) program was approved before the start of the federal fiscal year 
that began on October 1st.
  
Worth over $1 billion, this early windfall in funding will allow the entire 2009 
BRAC Construction Program to award contracts as early as April or May of 09.   
  
To date, BRAC construction has taken place in the more remote areas of Fort 
Benning, on Harmony Church and Sand Hill. Soon, the more heavily trafficked 
area of the installation will feel BRAC actions. The 2009 Program will directly 
affect Main Post, with the renovation of  Building 4, headquarters for the new 
Maneuver Center of Excellence, and the widening of Dixie Road.  
  
Also in 2009, the new Martin Army Community Hospital design will be 
awarded, with groundbreaking scheduled for January 2010.
